Governor visits Dibang Valley

The Governor of Arunachal Pradesh Brig. (Dr.) B.D. Mishra (Retd.), who is on a four
day district tour, addressed a public meeting at Anini, District headquarters of Dibang
Valley District on 12" March 2018.

The Governor said that under dynamic leadership of Shri Narendra Modi, special focus
is on the development of the North East region and now our ministers do not have to go
to Delhi, but instead union ministers and senior officials of the ministriescome from Delhi
to us. Approximately 35 numbers of state and central government programmes and
projects are in different phases of implementation.

Expressing surprise and pain about the large number of suicide cases in the district, the
Governor assured to take up with the concerned authority to send a psychiatrist to the
District Hospital.

Interacting with the District heads of department, the Governor emphasisedthat there
must be transparency, accountability, continuity, audit and review and if
required,midterm correction. He stressed that there must be utmost transparency and
merit in recruitment process particularly in police recruitment.

He exhorted them to resolve to get involved through transparency
and accountability and to move forward. Be proactive, he added.
